Culminating Laboratory Exam Outline

The Grade 9 Culminating Laboratory Exam will occur during your regularly scheduled Science class on Thursday, January 17th, 2013 and Friday, January 18th, 2013. The exam is worth 10% of your final grade and is a mandatory component of the course. 
If for any reason, you can not attend the lab exam, you must speak with your teacher personally BEFORE Thursday, January 10th, 2013, to make alternative arrangements to complete the exam; otherwise you choose to accept a mark of zero. The only make-up date for validated absences will be Monday, January 21st, 2013. After this date, any students who have not written the exam will receive a mark of zero. If you are suddenly ill on the morning of the lab exam, your parent/guardian must call the school before 8:15 am to speak with your teacher personally and a medical certificate may be required.
The purpose of the Lab Exam is to assess the student’s investigative and laboratory skills based on concepts studied throughout the semester. The exam will consist of two case studies each day, relating to topics discussed in the ecology, chemistry, electricity, and astronomy units. 
**Materials Required for the Exam: Pencil, calculator, eraser, and ruler
All other supplies required to complete the exam will be supplied except for the four items listed above. Remember the first step to doing well is to come prepared!!!



Talking or any form of communication with other students during the exam will not be permitted. Students involved in this inappropriate behaviour will be asked to leave the exam room and be given a grade of zero on the lab exam.
